English Major with Creative Writing Concentration.  To pursue the concentration, a student must: a) complete ENG 
3650, 3651 or 3652 with a grade of B- or better; b) have an overall GPA of at least 2.5, and c) have an entrance 
conference with one member of the creative writing faculty.  These faculty members will also serve as academic advisors 
for students in the concentration.  There is no penalty if a student is unable or unwilling to complete the requirements for 
the concentration; all courses successfully completed for the concentration, including Theatre 2610, can still be counted 
toward fulfilling requirements for the B.A. in English.
